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1. AKDENiZ BOLGESi VE ANTALYA BiYOCESITLILIGI
MEDITERRANEAN REGION AND ANTALYA BIODIVERSITY

Turkiye'nin fauna ve flora gesitliligi, Iman kusak tlkeleriyle kiyaslanacak élgtde
zengindir.
Akdeniz Bélgesi Avrupa'nin, en yuksek bitki cesitliligine sahip yeridir. Yapilan
caligmalar Antalya'da 600 endemik (dinyada sadece sinirl bélgelerde dogal
olarak yetigen) bitki turl bulundugunu ve 200’e yakin bitki tGrinin de sadece
Antalya’da bulundugunu ortaya koymustur.
Belek Turizm Merkezinde 574 bitki, 29 endemik (sadece Turkiye'de bulunan) bitki,
1 adet relik endemik (dinyada sadece Belek'te bulunan) Serik Armudu (Pyrus
Serikensis) tespit edilmigtir. Kug tdrleri icin gvenli olan Belek bélgesinde belir-
lenmis 109 kus turd bulunmaktadir (bu sayr Turkiye'nin kug turlerinin %'G
kadardir) . Bélge plajlari, deniz kaplumbagalar (Caretta caretta, Chelonia
mydas) icin énemli yuvalama alanlarindandir.
Turkey's fauna and flora biological diversity is so rich to compare to other coun-
tries in the temperate zone.
The Mediterranean Region has the highest plant diversity in Europe. Studies
have revealed that there are 600 endemic (naturally growing only in limited
regions of the world) plant species in Antalya and nearly 200 species of these
endemic plants are grow only in Antalya.
In the Belek Tourism Center, 574 plants, 29 endemic (only found in Turkey)
plants, 1 relic endemic (found only in Belek) Serik Pear (Pyrus Serikensis) have
r been identified .

There are 109 species of birds identified in Belek, which is a safe haven for them
(this number equals to a quarter of all bird species in Turkey). The beaches of
the region are important nesting areas for sea turtles (Caretta caretta, Chelonia
mydas).

For more than 100 million years sea turtles
have covered vast distances across the
world's oceans, filling a vital role in the
balance of marine habitats. Over the last
200 years, human activities have tipped
the scales against the survival of these
ancient mariners. Catch for their eggs,
meat, skin, and shells, sea turtles suffer

from poaching and over-exploitation.
They also face habitat destruction and
accidental capture—known as
bycatch—in fishing gear. Climate change
has an impact on turtle nesting sites; it
alters sand temperatures, which then
affects the sex of hatchlings. Nearly all
species of sea turtle are now classified as
endangered, with three of the seven
(Eretmochelys imbricata, Lepidochelys
kempii, Chelonia mydas ) existing species
being critically endangered.

Sea turtles journey between land and sea
and swim thousands of ocean miles
during their long lifetimes. They wait
decades until they can reproduce,
returning to the same beaches where
they were born to lay their eggs. Females
can lay hundreds of eggs in one nesting
season, yet few will yield hatchlings that
survive their first year of life. Beyond these
significant natural challenges, sea turtles
face multiple threats caused by humans,
such as bycatch in commercial fishing
gear, illegal trade, consumption, and
climate change.

The fallow deer (Dama dama) is a
member of the Cervidae family, which
includes deer, elk, reindeer, and related
species. The purest wild fallow deer are
found only in Antalya in the world and
it is also called Spotted Deer by local
people.
